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               We live in an era where business and corporate America are central themes to our culture.                The final topic is common mistakes.  One common mistake a business professional can make is not ironing or not having their clothes dry-cleaned; wrinkled clothes are not acceptable business etiquette.  Another common mistake a business professional can make is not purchasing new clothes when necessary.   Even if you take great care of your clothes, they eventually have to be retired; always inspect your clothes for missing buttons, tears, and color fade.
