Today is a blessed day. I have come to our city’s university on this first day of August in the year of our Lord eighteen hundred and seventy-four; I will be attending college here. And, I must say, times are a changing. It was not so long ago when almost no women were admitted into university programs; however, today, many women are graduating with Bachelor’s Degrees; and not just those degrees in the special “lady programs” of yesteryear. Women are learning biology, zoology, mathematics, and many other amazing fields of study. 

I am anxious and excited at the same to be here. It is my dream to become a research biologist. I see a day where I will write my own science books, discover great things on our planet, and will be respected amongst my peers, both male and female. 

Still though, even during this modern era, I feel I am extremely lucky to be a young, middle-class Irish woman, and not one of my poor or colored female friends. My admittance at the university was quite easy; that is, easy compared to trying to admit someone who is poor or of a different color. Many of my friends have yet to be admitted. I am sure there will come a day when all women, of all races, from all backgrounds, will sit together as equals in the universities of this great country. Until then, I will pray for America and American women.
